ENTRIES must arrive with check or money order payable in US funds. You will be notified via a confirmation
notice of any deficiencies in monies owed, i.e. math errors, misunderstanding of fees, or failure to include
post entry fees if entry is postmarked after the closing date of May 10, 2010. Amounts owed must be paid
before numbers are released. By signing the entry form and/or submitting entries to us you agree to pay all
fees due and understand refunds will not be made except for reasons listed in the refund policy below. If in
doubt about fees or entry deadlines, phone before sending your entry. Submission of entry to us is your
intent to show and agreement of our show rules.

ENTRIES will not be accepted by telephone. Open and/or post dated checks will not be accepted. Three
entries will constitute a class and management reserves the right to combine or cancel classes which do not
fill. Management reserves the right to accept entries for unfilled classes at regular fees. Management
reserves the right to reject any entry if it seems to be in the best interest of the show.

Written verification of the qualification from that show’s secretary
must be provided at the time of entry.

SPORT HORSES (IN-HAND, UNDER SADDLE, SHOW HACK) qualifying after May 10 through and
including the Qualifying show must enter Regional classes by 9 AM, Saturday, June 5, 2010 or post
entry fees will apply. Written verification from that shows’ secretary must be provided at the time of
entry.
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GENERAL RULES AND INFORMATION

EVERY CLASS OFFERED HEREIN, WHICH IS COVERED BY THE RULES AND SPECIFICATIONS OF
THE CURRENT USEF AND WILL BE CONDUCTED AND JUDGED IN ACCORDANCE THEREWITH.

UNITED STATES EQUESTRIAN FEDERATION MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENTS: Life, Senior active

and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in all classes at Regular Competitions,
Eventing Competitions at the Preliminary Level or above and Combined Driving Competitions at
the Advanced Level, Dressage, Reining and Vaulting Competitions and Endurance Rides. A
nonmember may participate as a handler, rider, driver, owner, lessee, agent, coach or trainer at
Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions, Dressage Competitions, Reining Competitions
and Combined Driving Competitions upon payment of a $30 nonmember registration fee.
Participants in the following classes are exempted from the Requirements of this rule: 1)
leadline; 2) exhibitions; 3) games and races; 4) classes for 4-H members; 5) walk-trot and
academy classes (academy classes are classes limited to horses used regularly in a lesson
program); 6) USDF introductory level tests, pas de deux and quadrille classes; 7) NRHA
Endorsed Reining Competitions. 8) Opportunity classes, 9) citizens of other nations who have
proof, in English, of current membership in good standing of their own National Federation, 10)
USEA beginner novice division; and 11) assistant handlers in Dressage Sport Horse Breeding

classes.

USEF NON-MEMBER PARTICIPATION: If an
exhibitor does not submit the proper membership
documentation to the competition and the
competition cannot verify such information, the
exhibitor will be responsible to pay a $30
nonmember fee which is non-refundable. This is
payable to the competition and the competition will
submit the payment to the Federation. (GR1309.2.b
— eff. 12/01/08) Walk/trot only riders are exempt
from membership.

AHA COMPETITION CARD REQUIREMENTS:

2010 CowmpeTITION cards for all concerned must be
mailed with entry or entry will be considered
incomplete. All riders, drivers, owners, agents and
halter handlers who exhibit horses in the show ring
or sign the entry form as the responsible party for
any individual's horses at the show must be AHA
members with competition cards or pay a Single
Event Membership fee of $35 per person.
Exception: Exhibitors in Walk/Trot or lead line
classes, or Parent/Guardian signing for minors.
(refer to AHA Article 705). All exhibitors must have
an AHA COMPETITION CARD to compete in
regional classes.

AHA HUNTER SEAT OVER OBSTACLES MEDAL
CLASS: Open to Juniors who have not yet reached
their 18th birthday prior to Dec. 1, 2009. For a
medal to be awarded three (3) competitors with
proper appointments must compete. If fewer than
three, then points will be earned. To be shown over
a course of not fewer than six obstacles with fence
heights of 2'6" to 3' which must include an oxer and
two changes of direction (changes of lead). (Res.
53-96) Two or more tests of the top four
contestants are required from USEF Tests 1 -7, 9-
15, 17-19 or EC equivalent. One rider per horse.

AMATEUR CERTIFICATION: Every person who
has reached his/her 18th birthday and competes in
classes for amateurs under Federation rules must
possess current amateur certification issued by the
Federation. This certification must be available for
inspection or the competitor must have lodged with
the competition secretary, at least one hour prior to
such class, an application for such certification
provided by the Federation. Forms may be obtained
from the Federation. Certification will be issued only
on receipt of the application properly signed and is
revocable at any time for cause. Any person who
has not reached his/her 18th birthday is an
amateur and does not require amateur certification.
If a member cannot show certification, or is a non-
member, then a $30 fee will be charged for
certification.

ARENAS: Large indoor (100 x 220) & small indoor
(70 x 150) with Nike/mix footing. Two outdoor hog
fuel dressage rings. One outdoor sand ring (250 x
225). No lungeing in permanent arenas.

Test
callers may be used for qualifying tests and
regionals, except FEI tests. Classes may not be
scheduled in the order published in the class list.
Class order and tentative ride times will be
determined after close of entries and posted at
www.regionv.com no later than Monday, May 30,
2010. Ride schedule will be e-mailed to those
exhibitors who provide their legible e-mail address
on the entry form.

FEED: Feed is available from local retailers. Check
in the office for locations.

JUMPER: Scored using Table 11, Sec 2b. Ties for
other than first place shall remain tied and riders
will flip a coin for ribbons. Time allowed is based
on minimum speed of 360 yards per minute.

IDENTIFICATION NUMBERS - Each horse shall
be assigned an identification number which will be
used throughout the show. These numbers must
be worn by riders or handlers and drivers on the
back or in a conspicuous place clearly visible at all
times.( Dressage only)

LUNGEING: Lungeing is allowed on grassy areas
away from the competition rings, in covered round
pens, or sand arenas when not in use for
competition.

MANURE DISPOSAL: Please empty muck carts
into the provided manure trailers.

METHOD OF AWARDING THE TOP FIVE: Top
Five Awards will be made regardless of the number
of entries in a class. However, only awards made
to the top 50% of the class (rounded up and not to
exceed 5 awards) will receive Arabian Breeders
Sweepstakes payout, AHA Horse Achievement
Awards, Amateur Achievement Awards, High Point
Horse Achievement Awards, High Point Amateur
Achievement Awards and Distance Award Points.

MOTORIZED VEHICLES ON THE SHOW
GROUNDS: (see GR1301.7): Minors who do not
have a valid driver’s license which allows them to
operate a motorized vehicle in the state in which
they reside will not be permitted to operate a
motorized vehicle of any kind including, but not
limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, scooters, or farm
utility vehicles on the competition grounds of
licensed competitions. Minors who have a valid
temporary license may operate the above described
motorized vehicles as long as they are accompanied
by an adult with a valid driver’s license. Violations
of this rule will be cause for sanctions against the
parent(s), guardian(s) and/or trainer(s) who are
responsible for the child committing the offense.
Penalties may include exclusion of the child,
parent(s), guardian(s), and/or trainer(s) from the
competition grounds for the remainder of the
competition and charges being filed against any of
the above individuals in accordance with Rule 6.
Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices
for individuals with disabilities are exempt from this
rule.

OFFICE: The show office is the white trailer in
front of and between the two indoor arenas. The
office will be open on Wednesday, June 2 from 2
PM until 8 PM. Thereafter, the office will be open
one hour prior to the start of each session and for
thirty minutes after each session ends.
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OPEN CHECKS will not be accepted for initial
entries.

OVERNIGHT CAMPING FEE: of $20.00 per
night will be charged. This includes tents, motor
homes, campers, etc. in the designated areas. RV
passes must be displayed in the window of the
vehicle.

There are no electric or water hookups. Please
leave the area clean. No horses allowed in
camping area. Exhibitors wishing to use the
showers must sign for the key at the show office.

PROTECTIVE HEADGEAR: It is compulsory for
all riders in hunter, jumper and hunter seat
equitation classes, where jumping is required and
when jumping anywhere on the competition
grounds, to wear properly fastened protective
headgear which meets or exceeds ASTM
(American Society for Testing and Materials) / SEI
(Safety Equipment Institute) standards for
equestrian use and carries the SEI tag. It must be
properly fitted with harness secured. All juniors
riding in hunter, jumper and hunter seat
equitation sections, while riding anywhere on the
competition grounds, must wear properly fitted
protective headgear which meets or exceeds
ASTM/SEI standards for equestrian use and
carries the SEI tag. Harness must be secured and
properly fitted. Any rider violating this rule at any
time must immediately be prohibited from further
riding until such headgear is properly in place.

QUALIFICATIONS: A separate qualification is
needed for each class entered. Refer to the 2010
AHA Handbook for qualification information.
Points/scores/placings must be obtained in the
same AHA Section listed in the AHA Standard
Class List. Horses up to 6th place will earn one
point for every horse in the class, or starting
12/01/09, by earning one first place ribbon or one
second place ribbon. Top Tens from any show
and Regional Top Five, Champion or Reserve
Champion do not qualify a horse for a Regional
Championship class. It is the responsibility of the
person signing the entry form to verify that the
horse is eligible. If qualified at entry time, the
qualification portion of the entry MUST be filled
out or an incomplete fee will be charged. Please
DO NOT ENTER CLASSES FOR WHICH_YOU
ARE NOT YET QUALIFIED. NO refunds will be
made for entries who do not qualify and who
have paid fees.

RACE TRACK: No riding or lungeing is permitted
on the race track. If you see horses and riders on
the track, they are boarders at the facility and are
allowed on the track.

RETURNED CHECKS /NSF: A $40.00 fee will
be charged for each NSF check and all available
methods will be taken to collect.

SCHOOLING ROUNDS: Schooling sessions for
over fence horses and over obstacle equitation
riders will be available Thursday, June 3 from 11
entered in a jumping class are allowed to school
over fences.

Stabling begins at
2 PM Wednesday, June 2 with move-out
completed by 7 PM Sunday, June 6. Earlier arrival
or later departure arrangements must be made
with Donida Farm by calling (253) 833-4870 in
advance. First bedding is provided. Additional
bedding may be purchased from Donida Farm or
locally. No straw allowed - shavings only.
Exhibitors will be charged for damage to stalls and
barns. No nails in tack rooms. No smoking allowed
in the barns. Exhibitors wishing to be stabled
together must send entries in together in the
same envelope. Every effort will be made to
accommodate late qualifying horses. No changes
to stabling without the consent of management.

TRAILERS: Horse trailers must be parked in the
in-field of the race track unless you are staying in
attached living quarters. The barn areas are for
unloading and loading only.

WASH RACKS: Indoor wash racks are for
permanent boarders only. Outdoor wash racks are
available for show guests.

USDF Statement on Animal Welfare

The United States Dressage Federation, Inc.
(USDF), a federation of over 125 independent
organizations throughout the United States with a
membership in excess of 33,000 members, supports the
concept of ethical treatment of animals.

Dressage is a classical method of training
horses, based upon the horse’s natural responses, as
carried out in a gradual, planned program during which
the horse’s athletic abilities are improved in a systematic
manner. As a result, the horse becomes capable,
comfortable, and responsive in partnership with the rider
without the use of force.

Dressage competition at various levels of
achievement is the ultimate test of the training program
to determine whether the desired harmony between
horse and rider has been achieved.

The rules pertaining to dressage competition
prohibit the use of artificial appliances, training aids, and
drugs, which would force the horse to submit. Instead,
the emphasis is upon training and a cooperative
partnership with the rider. Major competitions are
carefully monitored to assure that there is no
unnecessary force or harshness displayed.Unlike other
horse sports in which horses enter training at a relatively
immature state, dressage training is usually not seriously
begun until the horse is three or four. The top levels of
achievement require five or more years of progressive
training and it is not unusual to see horses in
international competition in their late teens. This, in itself,
places a premium on good care and soundness
throughout the horse’s life.

While supporting the concept of animal welfare
in its broadest form, the United States Dressage
Federation, Inc., also recognizes that it is unrealistic to
ascribe human emotions and responses to the horse
which in its wild state is a creature of flight, living a hard
and precarious existence. Under domestication, the
horse is assured of ample food, water, and shelter, as
well as protection against infectious diseases and
damaging parasites, thus leading a longer and healthier
life with a high rate of survival.

As an educational organization, USDF has
numerous programs, which teach people how to pursue
the accepted, humane training methods.

A program of certifying instructors also
emphasizes protecting the horse’s welfare in pursuit of
dressage training.

The USDF/Dover Saddlery Adult Amateur Medal Program
is designed to specifically recognize and encourage adult
amateurs riding at Second Level. Awards
1. USDF/Dover Saddlery Medal Recipient The eligible
rider with the highest score of 60 percent or better in
the designated Second Level Test Three class or
applicable test of choice USDF/Dover Saddlery Adult
Amateur Medal class at a participating competition will
receive a handcrafted USDF/Dover Saddlery pewter
medal and neck ribbon. Winners will receive a $20 Dover
Saddlery gift certificate for the first three USDF/Dover
Saddlery Medals they win during the competition
season.
2. USDF/Dover Saddlery National Merit Award
A USDF/Dover Saddlery National Merit Award will be
awarded to riders winning three USDF/Dover Saddlery
Medals in the same competition year.
3. Year-End Awards
The USDF/Dover Saddlery Medal National Champion and
Reserve Champion are determined from the average of
the top three winning ride scores during the competition
year. The champion receives a $1000 Dover Saddlery
gift certificate and the reserve champion receives a $500
Dover Saddlery gift certificate.
Rider Eligibility
To be eligible, a rider must meet the following criteria:
1. Rider must be a current USDF participating or group
member at the time of the competition.
2. Rider must be an adult amateur in accordance with
Article GR1306 of the USEF rules and be designated with
USEF as an adult amateur as of the competition date.
